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1 Introduction and safety

How to use the manual

The goals to make this user manual: we intend to offer key points
about optimized utilization of this air compressor and try to describe
important safety, operation and storage notes completely.

It's highly recommended to read all instructions carefully before
operation and keep this manual even during operation.

General safety instructions

The term of “tool” in this instruction refers to “power tools”

Read and understand all the warnings, signs and instructions
through this manual thoroughly.

Personal safety

Make sure you are skilled enough to work with this tool before you
start. Work with complete care and focus.

Make sure the tool is completely switched off before you leave it and
putitin a safe place. Mount the accessories and devices on the tool
appropriately and correctly and make sure the tool is ready to start.
Using the tools with high vibration in long term will damage hands of
user.

Keep your balance and make sure about your position to work to be
able to control the tool much better.

Make sure the switch is off before you plug in the tool. It's very
dangerous to hold the switch when you carry the tool.

Work area safety

Appropriate light will accelerate performance and prevents the
possible dangers.

Never put the power tools adjacent to explosive gases, liquids and
ducts.

Electrical safety

The tool plug shall be adapted to power supply outlet. Never try to
change the plug shape and never use plug adaptors. Suitable plugs
with outlet will reduce the danger of electric shock.

Never put the power tool under rain or humidity. Penetration of water
will increase the danger of electric shock.

Never carry the power tool using its power cord. Keep the cords away
from heat, oil, sharp edges and moving parts. Damaged and coiled
cords will increase the danger of electric shock.

When you use the power tools in outdoor area, only use standard
extension cords suitable for outdoor use. This will decrease the
danger of electrical shock.

Correct performance and implementation cares

Considering the stable capability of tool, never excess the standard
pressure on the tool and use suitable tool for your intention. Each tool
can do a specific job and never expect to do several jobs with only
one tool. Keep in mind that each tool shall be used according to its
intended design.

Considering the sensitive parts of this tool, prevent falling or any
strike.

The optimum use and longtime life relates to how you follow the
instructions and observing the requirements.

Contact with authorized service centers when you encounter
abnormal noise, smell or smog which can affect the performance of
tool.

Never operate the tools which are damaged during transportation or

Operating the tool under conditions undefined for this tool will bring
you danger.

Only refer to authorized service centers for required services and
repairs. This will ensure you about a safe tool.

Follow the instructions about lubrication, adding grease and
changing the accessories.

Keep the handles dry and free of oil.

Make sure the chisel is mounted correctly before starting.

During the normal operation, the tool vibrates and this will loosen the
screws and invites the danger. Make sure the screws are fastened
firmly before starting.

When you intend to work in cold areas or use the tool after a long
time, first run the tool under no load to let it warms up. This will
facilitate the lubrication. Without earlier warm up, the demolition
operation will be harder.

Keep your hands away from moving parts.

Hold the tool with both hands firmly.

Never leave the tool when it's switched on. Only start it when you
keepit.

Never touch the chisel and working surface right after operation.
These are very hot and will damage your skin.

Never start the tool unnecessarily without load.

Some of destructed materials during operation can be toxic and
chemical. Never breathe in and touch these materials. Only follow
the safety instructions of these materials.

Make sure the tool is switched off and unplugged before any setting.
Only use accessories offered with this tool. Using other accessories
willincrease the danger of damage.

Use suitable consumable parts with this tool when needed. Original
and suitable parts will increase the lifetime and safety of tool.

ON/OFF switch
The device turn on by triggering switch and turns off by releasing it.

Speed setting knob
You can adjust the speed of stroke by turning this knob.

Switch lock button
The switch can be fixed in on position using this button. To do it, first
push the switch in and then push the switch lock button.

swing setting knob
To cut the hard materials set on 0 and 1, to cut softer materials such
as multilayers woods seton 1 and 11 and to cut wood seton 111.

Airinletslots
These slots have been made for circulation of and cooling the interior
parts of device.

Note: slots require protection against dust. It is necessary to clean
them after each operation.




r4 Before you start/ Product operation

Two blade types can be fitted to jig saw

Firsttype: is made witch rough and is specialized for wood cut.
second type: is made with tiny teeth specialized for hard materials
such as metal sheets.

Note: chek the shank of blades and choose blades according to the
blade holder of jig saw.

To cut the patters, follow below steps

1- Draw your pattern on the plate.

2- Settheright blade type.

3-Adjustthe right speed.

4-Turn on the jig saw

5- Put the edge of blade beside the patternline.

6- Start cutting following the patternlines.

7- If your pattern starts at the middle of plate, first make a hole by
drilling and insert the blade into that hole and trigger the power switch
and start cutting.

Product operation

Get Turn ON the machine

In order to get turn the machine ON, after placing the accessories on
the machine plug in the plug into the socket and press the main
switch. Always in order to save energy, get turn OFF the machine
whenitis not necessary to use the machine.

Carrying and transportation

Before any carrying or moving the machine, firstly pull out the plug
from socket. Never use the cable to carry the machine. In the case of
carrying the product, recommend you to keep the box of product, it
would be helpful for easier carrying of machine.

Product storage in ware house/ different seasons/recycle
Always keep clean the product, specially the slots on housing, this
would be protect the machine from any dust or oil which may come
inside from the out of machine. Never use detergent or acidic liquid to
clean the product, will be cause of defect to the housing.

In case of storage in ware house, always keep protect the product
inside the carton box and keep away from humid or wet places. After
6 month no use, before get start, first refer to the official after sales
services center for maintaining the product.

Based on international regulation for recycle the power tools, the
accessories and other parts of this product must be keep observe to
do same as regulation. Although after the product get defected or old,
some inside parts and components can be workable and usable.
